Ealish Kerruish, shenn ven nish, t’ee er jeet faggys da ram sorchyn dy veiyn fud eash
e bea. Aynshoh ta mee er screeu sheese yn chooid smoo aitt as smoo quaagh jeh ny
skeealyn firrinagh shoh, myr hie ad er insh dou ymmodee fastyryn Jedoonee as ee cur
shilley orrin.

Peddyr:

Tra va Ealish ny paitchey va kayt doo lesh lieh-amman eck enmyssit Peddyr, as v’eh
er ve eck neayr’s v’eh ny phishin. Bynney lhee Peddyr, as v’eh ny hoie dy kinjagh er
e glioon as geiyrt urree dagh ooilley voayl.

Laa dy row, as Peddyr mysh daa vlein dy eash, hie eh magh as cha jagh eh er ash. Hirr
ad eh dagh ooilley voayl—va’n lught-thie cummal ayns Poyll Roish, as ren ad shelg
mygeayrt y steat as ayns garaghyn ny naboonyn. Cha row peiagh erbee er vakin y
kayt, ga dy ren ad ooilley gialtyn dy beagh ad er nyn dwoaie er-e-hon.

Cha jagh eh er ash fud ny hoie, ny laa ny vairagh. Lurg shibber, haink dooinney dys y
dorrys dy ghra dy row dooag vooar as lieh-amman echey ny lhie marroo ayns y raad
er-gerrey da’n thie; smooinee eh dy row eh er ve er ny lhieggey liorish gleashtan. Hie
yn ayr as y braar ec Ealish magh dy akin nee Peddyr v’ayn. Tra haink ad er ash ren ad
firrinaghey dy nee Peddyr v’ayn, as va trimshey vooar er Ealish. Hug ad lhieu er ash 'y
corp as v’eh oanluckit oc ’sy gharey.

Ny s’anmagh er yn oie shen, cheayl ad kayt pyshagey c¢heu-mooie jeh’n dorrys
dooint. Ren ayr Ealish goll as fosley yn dorrys...
...as ren Peddyr shooyl stiagh!

Ren moir Ealish fockley magh, “Oh, Ealish! Er hoh Peddyr nish! Cha nee eshyn hooar
ad!” Agh cha row Ealish son jeeaghyn er yn oyr dy row ee smooinaghtyn dy nee
scaan Pheddyr v’ayn.

Eisht ren y kayt Iheimmey seose er e glioon as ren eh mooar jee, as va fys oc dy nee
Peddyr v’ayn dy jarroo. Agh cha dooar ad magh rieau quoi b’lesh y kayt ren ad
goanluckey.

Paddy

Chammah as kiyt, va moddee ec Ealish tra v’ee aeg. Va quallian eck enmyssit Paddy,
son b’lesh y lught-thie yn voir echey.

V’eh shey meeaghyn dy eash ec y
traa v’ayn. Va graih mooar ec Ealish er Paddy, as by vie Ihee goaill eh magh lesh e
chiedoonys as coillar noa.

Myr
shen, hie ee stiagh as ren ee jeigh yn dorrys. Grig ny ghaa ny s’anmagh, cheayll ee
feiyr agglagh ¢heu-mooie.

Ren ee siyr magh reesht, as hooar ee magh dy row yn buitchoor er nimman ergooyl
harrish Paddy, er yn oyr dy smooinee eh dy row eh er ngoll stiagh. By hreih mooar
lesh y vuitchoor, as begin da moir Ealish cur fys er y Ihee-baagh. Haink eshyn, agh va
Paddy bunnys marroo, as dooyrt y lhee-baagh nagh row veg dod eh jannoo er-e-hon.
Baillish cur eh gy-baase, agh va fys mie eck cre cho trimshagh as veagh Ealish tra
harragh ee dy-valley as cha beagh Paddy ayn.

Va Purt Soderick feer ennoil lesh ny turrysee tra va Ealish aeg, as ragh e lught-thie dy
mennick dys shen. Ish, e moir, e braar as e shuyr, v’ad shooyl ec y jerrey twoaie jeh’n
ghiau fo’n eaynyn aittinagh, as va ¢chionnal mooar aynshen jeeaghyn seose.

Ren y lught-thie scuirr dy akin cre va taghyrt. Inneen mysh daa vlein yeig dy eash as e
fer-mooinjerey beg (va enn ec Ealish orroo), v’ad drappal er yn eaynyn mastey’n
aittin. Va maidjey liauyr ec yn inneen, as v’ee broddey red ennagh lesh. Va’n
chionnal geamagh, “Ny jean! Ny jean! Tar-shiu neose veih shen!” Ren shuyr Ealish
fenaght cre va goll er. Ren ad ginsh jee dy row assagyn buinnaght heose er yn eaynyn:
Dy jinnagh yn inneen tor¢haghey ad, yinnagh ad soiaghey urree.

Agh cha darragh yn inneen neose. Dy doaltattym haink kione mooidjeenagh mooar
magh ass towl, as yn inneen volvaneagh broddey eh foast. Eisht y slane assag
buinnaght foawragh, cho gial as sniaghtey er y clieau, lesh sooillyn jiargey as
birragyn oarlagh er lhiurid, ren ee Iheimmey magh grinderagh er yn inneen, ren
corlheimyraght ergooy! voish.
